currently work full time in 
Kissimmee, Florida and we 
commute 5 days a week 
from our home in Dade City. 
We work in the hospitality 
field at a vacation resort and 
while it is very time 
consuming we can see God 
is molding us and shaping 
us for the next phase of this 
ministry walk that He has for 
us.  
Below is one of Marsha’s 
experiences of how God 
used her at work one day. 
We have many stories like 
these that happen every 
week but we feel this is 
pretty profound and 
impactful story of how great 
a God we serve. 
 
“Out of the Pit of Despair” 
Valerie’s Testimony  
One day, I came into work 
and after I got settled in I 
walked over to a young lady 
I work with we’ll call her 
“Valerie”. I asked Valerie 
how her day was going and 
I could tell she looked pretty 
upset, so I decided to walk 
away and go to the 
bathroom. I had been 
ministering to” Valerie” for 
several months at work and 
I knew she had a lot of 
struggles in her life. While I 
was in the bathroom I was 
praying for her and all of the 
sudden the “Holy Spirit” 
spoke to me and said “She 
is a light in a dark place and 
I am using her there, tell her 
not to leave until I am 
finished with her because

she is having an impact, 
even if she can’t see it. I left 
the bathroom and walked 
back over to “Valerie” and I 
saw she wasn’t busy I said 
“Valerie “I have a word for 
you from the Lord. I spoke 
the word to her that The 
Lord had given me and she 
started to cry and said Ok, I 
accept what you told me. 
She then explained to me 
that her hours at work had 
been messed up and that 
she is a single mom and 
doesn’t have a car and that 
she was thinking of quitting 
her job that day, because 
she had a big income tax 
check coming but since the 
Lord gave her that message 
though me that she would 
continue to stay. I asked her 
did she have a church 
family and she said she did 
but it had been awhile, so I 
encouraged her to go to 
church that week and to 
pray and speak to her 
pastor, if she could. About a 
week later I saw “Valerie” 
and she was so happy, she 
told me that she had gone 
to church and that her 
pastor prayed for her and 
that she had been smoking 
pot for a long time and 
getting high with her 
daughter but had decided to 
quit. I was pretty surprised 
because she hadn’t told me 
that before, But I was really 
happy for her and told her 
that at one time in my life I 
had been addicted to pot 
too and that God had 
delivered me. That day I left 
a Joyce Meyer teaching 
tape with her because I like 
to disciple woman with 
those tapes. About another 
week later I saw “Valerie” at 
work and she told me 

Marsha come here I have 
more good news, her face 
was really bright and shiny. 
She said guess what? My 
sister from up north called 
me and told me she was 
having pain and went to 
the Dr and he gave her a 
prescription for medical 
marijuana and her sister 
told her when you come 
and visit me now we can 
get really high together 
because I can get a lot of 
weed. Then “Valerie” told 
her well guess what? I 
don’t get high anymore. I 
quit and I gave my life to 
the Lord and now I’m going 
to church .Her sister just 
hung up. The following 
week after that her sister 
called her back and said 
guess what? When you 
told me that you quit 
getting high, I decided to 
quit smoking pot too and I 
went back to the Dr and 
told him I don’t want this 
prescription or any other 
pain pills, I don’t need 
them... “Valerie” was so 
happy and I was amazed 
at how God was using her 
in such a mighty way and 
so quickly. I told he r 
”Valerie” God has an 
awesome plan for your life 
and I knew He’s going to 
use you in a powerful way. 
Just keep praying and 
reading His word and 
going to church!! She 
agreed... I just love to see 
what God can do in one 
obedient heart. He not only 
saved and delivered 
“Valerie” but the whole 
family is now on the path of 
renewal what a great 
testimony!!
